ELMER’S EDITORIAL

In the USA, truth in politics is on life support. Here in Canada, truth is still the favored form of communication with
the public.

To examine the issue more closely we need to look at fossil fuel versus renewable energy issues. Back in 2024 the
current President of the U.S. hosted a group of fossil fuel executives at his Mara Lago pad and told them if they gave
him a billion dollars for his presidential campaign he would get rid of environmental restrictions on their industry.
The fossil fuel crowd only sent $219 million. Last week they received a bonus when the President declared that the
science behind the pollution caused by burning fossil fuels did not exist. He went on to tell the military to only buy
electricity from coal burning facilities.

The combination of tariffs and threats to renewable projects has contributed to the auto industry’s pullback in
investment in electric vehicle and battery plants here in Ontario.

Denying that climate change is related to the burning of fossil fuels and pushing that lie out to friendly media makes
it possible to lose sight of the American government's lack of support for mitigating climate change.

Outside of North America the move toward renewable energy is picking up speed. India now leads the world in
renewable projects.

In December 2025 consumers in the European Union bought 217,898 electric vehicles and 216,492 petroleum cars.
The continued shift to electric vehicles is accelerating in Europe as it was expected to here in Canada until the USA
elected a fossil as president.

It should not be surprising what 13,000 lobbyists and $4.4 billion in spending in Washington can do for the fossil
fuel industry.

In 2024, in Canada fossil fuel lobbyists had 1135 meetings with 311 members of parliament in Ottawa. 216 of those
meetings with Conservative MPs, 91 with Liberals and 4 with the NDP. It should not surprise anyone that the word
‘oil pipeline' shows up in many political speeches. The big question is how much is the truth and how much is the
talking points from the lobbyists.

TOUCHDOWN: NEW CANADIANS FINDING
EMPLOYMENT IN HAVELOCK

Coming into HBM municipality for employment as a New Canadian
is another example of ‘Havelock is not unlike Toronto’. Some
immigrants are moving from the big city to the rural communities,
seeking to settle in a place not unlike that in their 'home' country.

Hossain immigrated from Bangladesh in 2013 with his spouse
and found a place to live in Peterborough. He had noticed on
the IRCI website that Canada was calling for 500 pharmacists
for immigration and he applied. He met the criteria of a degree
in Pharmacy, five years of job experience, proficiency in English,
proof of bank solvency and below 30 years of age, which gave him
enough points to enter Canada as a skilled immigrant.

In preparation for becoming a qualified pharmacist in Canada
he had to pass a few exams, complete a two semesters IPG
(International Pharmaceutical Graduate) course at the University of
Toronto and work a six-month internship in a pharmacy to receive
his license to practice as a Registered Pharmacist in Canada. He

was hired fulltime by one of the local pharmacies and loves his
employment here.

As a New Canadian “everyone faces huge struggles in the new
country. It means to start from the beginning, but if anyone has
a definite goal and works hard, it is possible to achieve anything
anyone wants to be in Canada”.

Singh immigrated as a single young person in 2019. “l am from a
small village in Punjab state in India”. He finished his Bachelor of
Technology in Civil Engineering in 2018 but could not secure a job
opportunity in that field there. He qualified after passing an English
language test and proof of application to a Canadian college. He
studied full-time at Fleming College. While renting a house with a
few friends in Peterborough, he supports himself being employed
at a local gas station in Havelock.

Although stories about immigration to Canada vary, these two
dedicated immigrants are an asset to our community.

Ross Barrons and his Family Roots in Cordova Mines: A Brief History

The Barrons family roots in the Cordova Mines region begin with Charles Barrons, born January 19, 1835, in County Armagh, Ireland. He arrived in
New York in 1857 and soon settled in Sidney Township, Hastings County, where he farmed 100 acres. Around 1857-1860 he married Frances Victoria
Lovell, and in 1861/62 they moved to Lot 20, Concession 1, Marmora Township, where Charles lived for the rest of his life.

Their fourth child, Charles Lewis Barrons, was born May 3, 1868. His mother died shortly after his birth under circumstances that prompted an
inquest, though the doctor was exonerated. Charles Lewis later married Elizabeth Briggs and purchased land across from his father in Belmont
Township. On June 17, 1896, he married Delilah Mumby, and their first child, Ross A. Barrons, was born March 22, 1897.

Ross grew up in Cordova Mines, one of the first students at the new school, and excelled academically. He was conscripted during World War | under
the 1917 Military Service Act and sailed for England in 1918, spending his service at Camp Seaford. He was hospitalized for measles and influenza
and returned home in July 1919.

Back in Cordova Mines, Ross served as Tax Collector (1922 and 1924), purchased a general store, and became postmaster, replacing Ida Brooks
in 1925. He married Evelyn Maude Wannamaker at Oshawa on June 25, 1924, whose family had also operated a store in the village between 1911
and 1923. Ross and Evelyn raised two daughters, Betty Evelyn (1928) and Barbara Jean (1930). Ross remained deeply involved in community life:
as a Mason serving as District Deputy Master; a member of the Orange Order; a two-term Reeve; and an avid outdoorsman who maintained a
trapline for years.

In the 1931 Census, Ross appears as the local enumerator, and their home was one of only six in the area who owned a radio. The family owned a
cottage on the Crowe River where many summer memories were made. Evelyn’s declining health led to her death in 1939.

Ross married Irene Bennett in 1941, and they continued running the store until his retirement in 1952, when they built a home at their Crowe River
cottage property. Ross remained active: managing the Crowe River dam, hunting, fishing, and running a small summer business raising chickens for
sale as ‘fryers’ to local cottagers.

Ross A. Barrons passed away on April 10, 1969, and was buried with Evelyn in Maple Grove Cemetery after a Masonic service. Shortly thereafter Irene
sold the house at the river and moved to Havelock, where she lived until her death in 1982.

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ON FILM

GREATEST ACTOR DIES

Many consider Marlon Brando to have been the greatest film actor. | love the work
of Brando, but he was long surpasses as the greatest actor by Robert Duvall.

Duvall did not have the good looks of Brando, he was a character actor and there
was no one better. For sixty years he created an array of great characters on film,
giving some of the greatest performances ever put on screen. It was my great
pleasure to interview Duvall many times since 1996 and develop a friendship.
We liked one another, he loved that this film critic had studied to be an actor, had
directed more than forty plays, had taught Method Acting. He felt as do | it gave me
an edge when talking performance.

The truth was paramount to Duvall and he insisted on bringing the truth to each role.
Widely admired by colleagues within the industry, his gifts were unquestionable.

Audiences first became aware of Duvall as Boo Radley in To Kill a Mockingbird
(1962) which launched his career but he did not have another major role until The
Godfather (1972) ten years later. As Tom Hagen, the adopted son of the Corleone
family, who grows to become the family lawyer, he was sublime, earning his first
Academy Awards nomination. He followed that with films such as Tomorrow (1972),
The Godfather Part Il (1974), Network (1976), The Betsy (1978) and his stunning
show stopping performance in Apocalypse Now (1979). He moved into leading roles
after his fine work in Ike (1977) as General Eisenhower. His first Oscar nomination
for Best Actor came in The Great Santini (1980) before he won his Oscar in Tender
Mercies (1983) as a washed up country and western singer.

In the years after his Oscar win he did some of the finest work by an American actor.
He was astounding in the Emmy Award winning mini series Lonesome Dove (1988)
with Tommy Lyle Jones, widely considered one of the greatest mini series ever
made. Duvall told me Gus McCrae was his favourite role. Colours (1988) preceded
Lonesome Dove, followed by Days of Thunder (1990), Stalin 1990), Ramblin’ Rose
(1991), the dreadful The Scarlett Letter (1995), and Deep Impact (1997). Then his
career exploded again with his film The Apostle (1997), which he wrote, directed
and gave an astonishing performance as a renegade southern preacher on the run
from the law after committing murder. The film earned rave reviews, some of the
best of his career and again he was on fire. Duvall was awarded a litany of awards
for the performance and was nominated for an Oscar. Incredibly, despite giving one
of the cinema’s greatest performances, he lost. He continued to do substantial work
in A Civil Action (1998), the masterful western Open Range (2003), Broken Trail
(2005) which earned the actor an Emmy for Best Actor, and most recently in The
Judge (2015).

He was my hero, the greatest actor known to me, and it was a pleasure to call him
friend. He will be missed by millions. RIP sir.

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THE LANGUAGE OF GARDENING

By Kathy Reid, Norwood and District Horticultural Society

As spring approaches, we turn our attention to planning our gardens
in hopes of a bountiful harvest. It is important to understand the terms
used so that you make informed decisions. So, let's take a look into the
language of gardening (and this is by no means a complete list!).

An annual plant is one that completes its life cycle in one year or one
season; from germination to bloom, fruit, seed and then dies in the
same year. They need to replaced every year. Petunia, marigold and
impatiens are all annuals.

Biennials are plants that normally take 2 years to complete a life cycle;
producing foliage the first year and flowers/fruit the second year before
they die back. Many will reseed themselves and produce new plants the
following spring. Foxglove and hollyhock are good examples.

year. Think of native wildflowers like goldenrod, black-eyed Susan, day
lily and columbine as examples.

When shopping for plants, you will notice that the plant tag may refer
to the amount of sunlight the plant requires. Full sun means 6 or more
hours of direct sun each day. Think in terms of hot sun from 11:00 a.m. to
3:00 p.m. on a west or south face without any shade from a nearby tree.

Partial sun and partial shade basically mean the same: 3 to 6 hours of
direct and yet filtered or dappled sunlight each day. And finally, shade
which means 3 or fewer hours of direct or dappled sunlight each day.

DREAMING OF BLUE SKIES

Have you noticed how when you buy a new car you see so many others
like it? They were already there, you just didn’t have a reason to see
them. A friend of mine was in the heating business. He would point out
heat pumps and air conditioning units. | never noticed them at all, and
truth be told, | can’t say | ever really cared to. My point is he did because
he had an interest. That is what | feel art can do for a person. Once you
start painting you see the world in a bit more detail. | am always looking
up at the sky and thinking how would | mix that colour. Many times, this
is while I'm driving so | better not have my head in the clouds too much,
but you get my point. Painting gives you a reason to see the world in bit
more detail. You will try to observe the subtle differences in the colours
of nature; the shapes; the light effect. All of it becomes important. Okay,
well maybe not the heat pumps. Lol.

| teach ata camp in Algonquin Park. | ask my students what colour the sky

is. 90% will say blue. Are you one of them or are you a 10%er? The sky
is virtually never just blue. On a typical day the horizon becomes lighter/
warmer, sometimes with a tinge of pink, but more often a Caribbean
colour. (Cerulean blue). Up higher, about 10 o’clock it becomes a cold,
true blue (Cobalt blue). Higher up still it becomes more of a purple blue
(Ultramarine blue). This is all related to particles in the air. The closer
to the horizon the further away it is and the more the particles have
influenced the “blueness’ of the sky. High up, the sky it is closer to what
they call the zenith (space), hence a darker colour. Take a look next
time and you will see. Another time we will talk about clouds and other
colours of the sky and how that influences painting, but I've kept your
mind up in the air long enough. When the students turn to see the sky
you can see their minds turning, a bit in confusion, a bit in a sense of
wonder as they sometimes really see the sky as if for the 1st time.
