The existing
Havelock WWTP (719 Old Norwood Road,
Havelock) which services the community, is
nearing its rated capacity and may not be able to
accommodate additional sanitary flows for
planned development. The study will identify and
evaluate alternative approaches for providing
additional capacity at the Havelock WWTP. The
preferred approach will be selected to minimize
technical, community, natural environmental and
economic impacts.
